[bookmark: _GoBack]Topic: Immigration in our classrooms
Target audience: High school 10th grade to 12th 
Essential question: Why can’t immigrant students and children of immigrants catch up to the national education standard? What do you think has caused students that fit this demographic to fall behind? To what extend is it affecting our schools? Support your ideas with evidence. 
Objectives: Identify the reasons why immigrants and children of immigrants fall behind in school. Come up with solutions to solve these issues. Explain why this may be important even if you are not an immigrant of a child of one.
Research: Student are to use news articles, scholarly journals and websites to conduct their research such as Washington Post, “U.S. Immigration Enforcement Policy and Its Impact on Teaching and Learning in the Nation’s Schools”, and “The Elephant in the Classroom, Mass Immigration’s Impact on Public Education” to evaluate the evidence and credibility of each source so that students can develop their own perspectives and viewpoints. An infographic was made to guide the research of the students to further support their reasoning.
Guiding questions:
1. What barriers get in the way of students succeeding in the classrooms?
2. What programs are implemented in the public school system to help students be considered successful in the educational standards?
Evaluating: 
Students will be required to write a short response in detail with what viewpoint they agree with the most and include factual information that was presented during class to support their understanding. If the students have a clear idea and it is represented and understandable then the teacher will know that they understood the material.
Viewpoints:
1. Immigrants cost too much, limit immigration overall, reduce the incentives, secure the border. 
2. Provide more resources that immigrants need to become successful, implement new programs, and provide more mental health care.
